Our “Horseback Getaway” Ride will be held at the M Lazy C Ranch which is located 35 miles west of 
Colorado Springs on U.S. Hwy 24 just west of Lake George.  The ranch, originally homesteaded in the 
early 1900s, is currently a guest ranch and the 2007 site of the filming of CMT’s Cowboy U.  The ride will 
take you into the Pike National Forest with its ponderosa pine, quaking aspen and spectacular rock 
formations.    

 
Check-in will start at noon on Friday July 24th.  There will be a Poker Ride, Scavenger Hunt and Trail Trial 
fun in the afternoon followed by a beer reception, dinner and dancing.   On Saturday, you will have a 
choice of rides with varying degrees of difficulty and duration…something for everyone.  Following the 
rides, we will have a wine and cheese reception, live and silent auctions, dinner and dancing.  Proceeds 
from our auctions will be split among our four designated charities.  Sunday morning you can enjoy a 
hearty breakfast and a chance to explore the trails on your own.    
 
Lodging/Stalling/Rental Horses:  RV hook-ups, cabins or primitive camping sites are available on a first 
come, first served basis along with pens for your horses.  Rental horses are also available at the ranch.
